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Adorers, welcome to the Adoration Chapel at Holy Trinity, Lenexa, KS. Often this chapel is
described as the power plant of our parish. We would like you to feel comfortable, and at
home, in prayer before our Eucharistic Lord. To assist you with what we offer, these are a few
suggestions and pieces of information. Out of respect for others, please maintain as much
silence as possible and limit movement. Be cautious as you enter and leave the Chapel as the
doors are a bit noisy.

This being said, there are two scheduled times in which the usual silence during adoration is
broken: (1) Wednesdays 2:00-3:00pm the Parents’ Rosary group meets before picking up school
children. (2) Fridays 8:00-9:00am there is a Children’s Adoration Hour. If you bring your
children, all are welcome. Please note that it will be noisier than usual.

Other important information:

e For those who bring their children at other hours, and we hope that you do, please
remember that there may be others praying at the same hour whose desire for a period
of silence needs to be respected.

e If you have a weekly adoration time, it is expected that you will be there or get a sub.

e Please check in with the iPad at the kiosk; it is really easy to use.

e What should you do if the person behind you does not come, and you have to leave?
Respectfully genuflect before and after closing the tabernacle doors and leave.

e What should you do if the tabernacle doors are closed when you arrive? Respectfully
genuflect before and after opening the tabernacle doors and go to your pew.

e The doors to the Adoration Chapel lock automatically: Daylight Savings Time (DST) =
7:00am open & 8:00pm locked; non-DST = 6:00am open & 7:00pm locked. If you come
to adore when the doors are locked, there are two keypads on which you will need to
enter a code to get into both the building and also into the Chapel. The access code
appears below your name on your account.
